Iraq Quietly Dismisses Its Anticorruption Officials
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The government of Prime Minister Nuri Kamal al-Maliki is systematically dismissing Iraqi
oversight officials, who were installed to fight corruption in Iragi ministries by order of the
American occupation administration, which had hoped to bring Western standards of
accountability to the notoriously opaque and graft-ridden bureaucracy here.
